11. SWING: Press the SWING
button to activate auto-Swing
mode. The horizontal air louvers
will start moving up and down.

12. AIR DIRECTION: Press the
AIR DIRECTION button to change
the louver movement and set
the desired up/down air flow
direction. The louver changes 6°
in angle for each press.

13.BOOST: Cool or heat your
room quickly and effectively by
operating at the maximum fan
speed.

NOTE: Boost function is only
available in Cool and Heat mode
for mini-split air conditioners.

14. SLEEP CURVE: Press to
activate SLEEP CURVE mode on
and off. See Page 10.

15. LED: Press to activate indoor
unit light display. Press LED
button again to turn off indoor
unit light display.

16. SOUND: Press to turn on or
off audible sound when key
selections are made.

17. SCHEDULES: Manually set
times for your device to change
settings. See Page 11.
